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MILITARY UNIT COHESION:
SOCIAL AND PHILOSOPHICAL ASPECT

Summary. The goal of the article is to study the phenomenon
of military unit cohesion, to highlight the essence of cohesion, single
out its components, and analyse the impact of military unit cohesion
on the effectiveness of a combat mission. Methodological principles
of the study include systemic, subjective, activity, and competency-
based approaches, as well as the methodology of structural-functional
and system-theoretical analysis. The theoretical and methodological
basis of the study is a set of philosophical, general scientific,
and special methods that provide an interdisciplinary analysis
of military unit cohesion. Scientific novelty consists in revealing
the essence of the phenomenon of military unit cohesion, determining
the factors that influence it, defining its components, highlighting
the role of the psychological atmosphere for military unit cohesion,
and understanding the impact of cohesion on carrying out the combat
mission. Conclusions. Cohesion is the main integrative social
and psychological indicator of the degree of development and unity
of all aspects of social consciousness, psychology and activity
of the military collective and the most important factor in its combat
capability, high military discipline, and effectiveness of service
and combat activities. Cohesion contains professional and social
components in their philosophical unity and continuity. The indicators
of the cohesion of a military unit are the unity of views and beliefs;
the unity of actions; psychological unity; the level of development
of the personal sphere of each member of the military unit. The military
education system should train officers who have strong professional
knowledge, who are able to unite the unit entrusted to them, and are
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ready to combine the skills of a military professional and a humanist,
a commander and a teacher in the broadest sense of the word.
